COUNCIL DELIVERY PROGRAM 2013-2017 & OPERATIONAL PLAN 2013-2014 (S.11-06)

Reference is made to Council’s report on Council’s Delivery Program & Operational Plan as presented to the April Meeting.  In accordance with the Local Government Act the Program & Plan have been advertised for Community comment and at this point no submissions have been received.  

Since the Delivery Program & Operational Plan were placed on public exhibition, Council’s Finance Staff have undertaken a review of a number of assumptions underpinning the long term financial plan and the four and one year budgets.  As a result of these reviews the following amendments are proposed:

1)
The Federal Government announced in the budget that half of Council’s estimated 2013/2014 Financial Assistance Grant would be brought forward and paid to Council’s in June.  This prepayment will be reserved as cash at the end of the 2012/2013 financial year for use in the 2013/2014 financial year.  Council’s 2013/2014 income should be reduced and Council’s opening cash reserves should be increased to reflect the pre-payment.

2)
The Federal Government’s Roads to Recovery Program has been confirmed to 2018/2019, but it is envisaged that the government will continue to support this program on an ongoing basis.  Council should include grant funding and offsetting expenditure totaling $577,496 per year for the years 2019/2020 to 2022/2023.    

3)
Repair Program funding for work on Regional Roads has been confirmed to 2014/2015, but it is envisaged that the State government will continue to fund this program on an ongoing basis.  Council should include grant fundings and offsetting expenditure totaling $200,000 per year for the years 2015/2016 to 2022/2023.

4)
Council has received viability funding from the federal government in relation to the operation of the Coolamon Early Childhood Centre since it commenced operations and it is envisaged that this funding will continue into the future.

5)
Following a review of the useful lives of Council’s Roads assets, the estimated annual depreciation expense has decreased.

· Town/Shire Entrance Signs – the orders for these signs have been placed but they will not be delivered until the new financial year – defer $27,000

· Coolamon Showground Natural Disaster Rectification – Council received $114,100 and has only spent $39,600 to date – defer $74,500

· Ardlethan Pool Filtration – approximately $31,000 remains from the current year’s budget.  Orders have been placed for balance tanks, filtration system and pump with expected delivery in July – defer $31,000.

REDISTRIBUTION OF STATE ELECTORAL BOUNDARIES (E.01-04)

(
Council has received advice from the NSW Electoral Commission that it is intending to restructure the boundaries within the Murrumbidgee, Wagga and Burrinjuck Electorates.  Whilst Council is used to restructuring over the years, generally Council has drifted from either the Wagga Electorate through to the Murrumbidgee Electorate.  It must be said that Councils community of interest lie generally in either direction, both east and west.  The current proposal is that Council be at the bottom end of the restructured Burrinjuck Electorate which would be renamed Cootamundra.  This would attach Council to communities that lie in a north east direction with which Council has no absolutely no relationship whatsoever.  Attachment No. 16
The current structure provides for Council to be in the Murrumbidgee Electorate with the current incumbent being the Minister for Education, the Hon Adrian Piccoli.  Council has a good relationship with Mr Piccoli and he is generally available to meet with Council on matters of mutual concern.  Whilst objections to Electoral boundaries should not be done on political grounds, it must be said that Mr Piccoli is a regular visitor to Coolamon Shire and by the very nature of his upbringing and his knowledge of the area, is able to be fully aware of matters that affect the residents of our Shire.  More importantly however, Council has a genuine concern in that all of its communities can generally relate to the wider community in an east or westerly direction.  The only relationship that Council has in an official sense with Councils to the north east is only through Local Government affiliations of similar organisations.  (ie. REROC and the Library).

On a broader scale however, it is noted that the redistribution will result in the reduction of country politicians by one and an increase in the Metropolitan based politicians by the equivalent number.  Country New South Wales already has a difficult enough time achieving political recognition in Macquarie Street and this should also form part of Council’s opposition.

NOXIOUS WEEDS OFFICER’S REPORT (N.02-01)

Noxious Weeds Officer Reports
· All roads, lanes and weed havens continue to be mapped across the three Shires.

· A large area of Coolatai Grass, which extended nearly a kilometre on the southern side of the railway between Old Junee and Rockview has been sprayed. As the John Holland Group had not yet installed a system for weed control in their administration, serious negotiations were necessitated as a reasonable percentage of the Coolatai Grass was close to seed drop. Michael Hooper, Vegetation Officer at John Holland Group, organised the provision of a protection officer while RENWA officers sprayed the site. The urgency of this action was exacerbated by the fact that local landholders butted up to the railway, and were in direct danger of being infested. During negotiations with John Holland Group personnel, the affected landholders were kept informed of progress. RENWA are preparing a map to be submitted to John Holland Group indicating the noxious weed sites that occur along the rail tracks they administer. It is hoped that there might be productive lines of communication set up resulting from this.

· Still on Coolatai Grass, the Mirrool site had 15 plants bagged and removed. This site had been inactive for five months. Similarly, the Coolatai Grass at the Yathella (5) and the Whittackers Lane (10) sites have just recently become active due to recent rainfall.

· Silver Leaf Nightshade has been observed in the TSR area around Wallacetown. AHPA has been notified but Allan Davies is on sick leave and at this stage their effectiveness is unsure.

· A weed which is not common, Prairie Ground Cherry, has been detected at Bootheys Lane and near the Rannock Bush Fire Shed. The weed is a deep-rooted perennial which has shown a tendency to not respond to sprays. The two sites have been scheduled for spraying although there is doubt as to what chemical is recommended, since it has not been dealt with very often.

· Chris Slinger has completed and submitted the work required by Tocal Rural Studies Centre for his Diploma of Conservation and Land Management (Weed Management).
· Robert Ferguson has completed re-accreditation in SMARTtrain level 4 Chemical Risk Management and SMARTtrain level 5 (instructor).

· Road verge weed management sprays are either complete or under way in all shires. This season we are attempting to address current and future glyphosate resistance issues by changing the timing and chemicals used in the road verge program. By changing to an autumn / spring program and using Simazene as a longer acting product, we are aiming to extend the useful life of glyphosate, better control troublesome weeds like fleabane and reduce the number of spray passes required. 

· Current information released by DPI shows no documented change in noxious weed management due to the LLS being formed.

· Funding proposals for Regional & State wide projects supported by ERNWAG & WRNWAG have been reported as successful. As yet no details, other than that have been released by DPI.

SPRAYED BITUMINOUS SURFACING CONTRACT 2012/03 – EXTENSION (T.03-04)

Council is in receipt of letter from Downer offering an extension of the 2012/03 Contract.  The Contract document states the duration of the Contract as: 

“This Contract is for 12 months.  The Contract may be extended for a period not exceeding 12 months at the discretion of the Council”.  Attachment No. 8.1
The offer states that bitumen would still be subject to a rise and fall with adjustments made according to the current market value of $1,010 per tonne.  All other components of the Contract such as sweeping, traffic control, aggregate etc., operates under a schedule of rates and will incur CPI adjustments which is considered normal practice.  Cost adjustments are attached for your information.  Attachment No. 8.2
The only real adjustment to the Contract is the addition of a volume surcharge for visits when less than 20,000 litres per day of bitumen is required.  In the previous 12 months, 6 of the 21 days which sealing was performed were under the 20,000 litre volume surcharge mark and represent an additional $21,000 under the proposed arrangement.  If the volume surcharge was implemented in 2012/2013, Downer would still present the most financially beneficial tender to Council.  Council will manage its sealing programme to ensure the volume surcharge is implemented as least frequently as possible.
Council has been fully satisfied with the services provided by Downer over the previous twelve months and considers their rates still to be the lowest overall.  Taking into consideration the heavy 2013/2014 works programme, Council have a preference to extend the full service Contract for an additional twelve months.

WATER CART OPERATIONS (P.04-01)
Council currently operates three Grader Gangs with the two main Gangs incorporating Council owned Water Carts.  The third Grader Maintenance Gang utilises a Contractor Water Cart.  Analysis has shown that this use is for over two thirds of the year, is considered an essential component of Council’s operation. 
Annual costs have been determined and prepared for a Council owned and operated Water Cart and compared with a Contractor supplied Water Cart taking into consideration plant and labour expenses, rostered days off, sick days, annual leave, public holidays and wet days.  Attachment No. 14.1
The comparison has revealed that the annual costs for a Contractor Water Cart totals $127,665.00 per annum compared to a Council Water Cart total of $84,461.00 per annum and provides a $43,203 saving to Council annually whilst having access to an additional staff member for a full year.  For Council to take immediate benefit of these cost savings adjustments to Council’s Plant Replacement Schedule will require the replacement of Council’s 10m Gravel Truck (Plant No. 123) be brought forward from 2015/2016 to the current year and the purchase of an additional Water Cart for fitting to this truck.  Attachment No. 14.2
The net cost for Council to purchase an additional Truck and Water Cart totals $261,000 and at a saving of $43,203 per annum, the truck easily pays for itself over its 8 year replacement cycle.  
Recommendation
That Council allocates $261,000 for the replacement of 10m Gravel Truck (Plant No. 123) and purchase an additional Water Tank in the 2013/2014 financial year.

The current system used by the Ardlethan Driver Reviver is a tent that is erected during its time of use and removed when not needed.  The area has a paved base that allows for the intensity of use to be catered for.  

As the tent is only operational during School holidays and on long weekends, the temporary nature of the structure has been accepted does not impose on the use and enjoyment of the park facilities.  By changing this to a permanent structure, Council is changing the amenity of the area and formalizing the exclusive use of the site to one function.  Further it is noted that when Council approved the bandstand/pergola structure it was undertaken in a heritage style to ensure it was in keeping with the park facilities.  From the indications from the Lions Club is that this would be a simple green colourbond shed.  

Whilst the need for a shed may be justified by the volunteers operating the Driver Reviver facility, the location as a prominent feature in the park needs to be questioned.  It is thought more appropriate that should a shed be required, then a more appropriate location can be suggested.

The new 2011 LEP made changes to the land zoning within the Shire.  Accordingly all policies that were based around that zoning are now required to be amended to reflect these new zonings.  Attachment No. 13
As can be seen from this policy Council has a commitment to undertake inspections in accordance with the risk Onsite Sewage Management Systems may contain.  

Due to Council Officers workload and the fact that the Community has been suffering through a ten year drought, the urgency of these inspections for health reasons was not given a high priority.  Notwithstanding this priority Council did conduct inspections in Ardlethan to determine issues relating to the provision of sewer.  Other inspections have been carried out on a complaint basis with upgrades taken where required.  

In reviewing this Policy, Council now needs to determine the priority needed for the inspection and upgrade of septic tanks throughout the Shire.
As a general rule it must be advised that older dwellings and some rural properties have septic tanks that would not meet today’s standard.  Should Council decide that this issue is a priority, then it needs to be advised that there will be some financial imposition on the owners of property where tanks do not comply, and therefore need to upgrade their current systems.

RFS LEASE AGREEMENT – TELECOMMUNICATIONS TOWER, COOLAMON (LD151)

A review of Council’s Lease arrangement with the users on the Coolamon Telecommunication Tower has revealed that there are two users that need to renew their Licence arrangements.  These are:

· NSW Rural Fire Service

· NSW Ambulance

The RFS have been in contact with Council in regard to renewing their Lease and to also discuss the upgrade of facilities on the Tower.

Council’s schedule of fees indicates that a Licence arrangement of up to $5,000 can be charged for community service providers such as both NSW Ambulance and RFS.  Recent negotiations with commercial providers have seen Council charge twice this amount.  

Further to this request from RFS they have also advised that they need to make some changes to the infrastructure on the Tower due to improvements in technology.  Council will require certification that these changes are structurally acceptable and not in conflict with existing users.

NSW PLANNING REFORMS – WHITE PAPER ([P.03-01)
As part of the current NSW Government’s election commitments, changes are being proposed to the current planning system across the state. Accordingly, the Department of Planning and Infrastructure (DPI) has prepared a ‘White Paper’ to provide further details of the new planning system for NSW. This document follows on from the ‘Green Paper’, which was released in July 2012.

In essence the White Paper provides the framework and policies that will be delivered by the new planning legislation. According to the Department of Planning & Infrastructure, the intention of the new planning legislation is for a simpler system that has a strategic focus, provides greater certainty to developers, and is focused on improving development outcomes within the community.
The White Paper provides the details around five fundamental areas of reform. A summary of each proposed area of reform is provided below:
1)
Changing the planning culture

It is proposed that a new planning culture will promote co-operation and community participation and ultimately provide the delivery of positive and practical outcomes.
The Coolamon Shire is already fortunate that Councillors and staff take pride in the helpful and positive approach they take towards new development proposals. At a recent White Paper discussion forum held in Wagga however, the Department of Planning & Infrastructure highlighted the fact that new management processes were being put into place at a State level to help drive a culture change within the Department.

2)
Community participation

Community participation in the preparation of plans and the overall vision for local areas represents a key change in the new planning system. Put simply this means that the community will have the opportunity to participate at the start of the planning process and on an ongoing basis. The outcomes of the community participation will be prioritised and become integral to setting the vision and ground rules for planning in local areas.
The White Paper proposes the creation of a Community Participation Plan, to describe how the community will be actively engaged. These will be required to be prepared by each Council, with guidelines for the preparation of this document provided by the Department of Planning and Infrastructure. The intention of the Community Participation Plans will be to enable a significant and representative proportion of the community to participate in the development of long term strategic plans for their area. ePlanning (i.e. planning via electronic means, for example, via the internet) is an example of a long-term strategic outcome put forward by the Paper.

At a local level, the communities of the Coolamon Shire have been regularly consulted in relation to planning for the future of their Shire already over the past decade. Such examples include the preparation of the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011, the Local Environmental Study, the Community Strategic Plan and the Resident Satisfaction Survey.

There are concerns however over the philosophy of this approach.  The requirement of more input at this strategic level means that people need to be motivated to have their say, without fully comprehending the impact at a local property level.

This will mean that those bodies (development driven) more in touch with planning legislation can mobilise themselves to ensure the initial input reflects their needs rather than the single voice of property owners.  It also allows noisy minorities to make demands of communities at the early stages of formulating plans.

In undertaking this method of consultation the State Government needs to ensure that their agencies commit to initial input.  These agencies are renowned for not giving advice until the last possible moment prior to a decision being required.

3)
Strategic Planning
Upfront strategic planning is the foundation of the proposed Planning System. More effort will be directed at agreeing on the big picture upfront, with particular regards to how an area will change or grow over time. It is envisioned that strategic plans will drive greater certainty and predictability for assessing future developments. In order to achieve this, a proposed hierarchy of plans and policies will comprise:
· NSW Planning Policies — these present the government’s planning policy framework relating to land use and development for a range of sectors. These policies are intended to be in place at the time of the commencement of the new Planning Act, and to some extent will incorporate many of the existing State Environmental Planning Policies.

· Regional Growth Plans — these are to provide a high level vision, objectives and policies for each region of the state. Regional Growth Plans will be prepared by the Minister and rolled out progressively following commencement of the Act. Councils will be key partners in their preparation.
· Subregional Delivery Plans — these provide the delivery framework for Regional Growth Plans in appropriate locations, with a focus on integrating infrastructure and providing a framework for rezoning areas of significance. They are prepared by Subregional Planning Boards, which include Local and State Government representatives, with an independent chair and community participation.  Subregional Delivery Plans are unlike other strategic plans as they will not apply to all parts of New South Wales. The plans will be prepared in areas of high growth or where a consistent whole of government approach to planning is required (for example, where there is significant land use conflict). They will be required within two years of the commencement of the new Act.
· Local Plans—these are the principal legal documents that deliver the strategic vision for a local government area (the equivalent to the current Local Environmental Plan), and will be identified by higher order policies and plans, through zoning, development guides and infrastructure. Local Plans will include a strategy for a local government area developed in consultation with the community (again, in a similar way to the existing LEP).
This system above is almost exactly the same as existing with the exception of subregional delivery plans.  These are designed for high growth areas and the fear is that this will be linked to infrastructure funding.  This only extend on the DPI’s current approach of controlling/containing growth on the urban edge rather than incentive based planning that we need in rural and regional areas.

Under the Local Government Act 1993, each council is required to prepare a Community Strategic Plan (of which Council already has in place). The Community Strategic Plan is council’s primary forward planning document. It identifies the community’s main priorities and aspirations for the future and plans strategies for achieving these goals. One element of a Community Strategic Plan includes setting high level land use and development objectives for an area. Where it has been identified that the method of meeting these objectives is via a Local Plan, land use strategies identified in a Community Strategic Plan will then be translated into a Local Plan through a detailed vision, particular zones, development guides and contribution requirements.
We as a Council need to ask if the Community’s views will truly be listened to.  Coolamon Shire has in the past had to fight with the DPI when community views are at odds with their policy or individuals thoughts.

Of particular importance to Councillors was an assurance provided by Departmental staff that the new Act will contain provisions to transition our existing Coolamon Local Environmental Plan and proposed new Development Control Plan into the relevant parts of the new Local Plan. 
Local Plans will cover a timeframe of 10 years, with current proposals requiring a review every four years. This will align the review of Local Plans with the review of Community Strategic Plans specified under the NSW Local Government Integrated Planning and Reporting Framework, and community consultation can also be integrated at this time.
Local Plans will comprise four key parts; Strategy, Planning Controls, Development Guides and Contributions. The strategy will “tell the story” and describe the development that should occur, land use zones will focus on use (similar to the current LEP), while the impact and intensity of a proposed development will be assessed against the development guides (similar to a current Development Control Plan). Locality statements will be used to describe the desired future character of distinct areas within the local government area. The strategy will provide the framework against which all other parts of the Local Plan must be read, including the rationale for zones and a background for the assessment of Development Applications.

Uses that achieve the zone objectives will be listed and any other uses not defined as prohibited will be captured as permissible uses. More closed zones will be used where the land use is more restrictive, for example, for environmental protection, hazard management and open space.

Local Plans are required to be evidence based, therefore they will need to consider and test the economic viability of proposed zones and development guides to ensure they can realistically achieve their objectives over the life of the plans.

The White Paper has envisioned that Local Plans will utilise fewer zones than under the current Standard LEP. The proposal will therefore see the 6 zones in the current Coolamon LEP be reduced from 6 to 4.  This will see the current RU1, RU3 and RU4 zones become one ‘Resource’ zone, whilst the remaining zones will feature new names.
At this stage it is likely that the preparation of the Local Plan will require further studies in order to support the strategies. Should this be the case, the subsequent timeframes and cost that may be involved will be an issue for Council. It is hoped that when Coolamon Shire are required to prepare the new Local Plan that this can be handled in-house in order to reduce costs and ensure a suitable local strategy is developed. To assist in achieving this outcome, there is some likelihood that existing resources and reports prepared in relation to the 2011 LEP may be re-used.

4)
Development Assessment
A core driver of the new Planning System is a promise to make development assessment more performance based, and in theory provide faster approvals as a result.

Much like the current Exempt & Complying Development pathways, development proposals that meet pre–determined standards in the Local Plan will be quickly assessed promptly, reducing costs and delays for developers. Developments that don’t meet the community’s agreed strategic vision will be more rigorously tested with greater community participation.

The options available for development assessment will be similar to now (i.e. Exempt, Complying or a merit-based Development Application), however with an additional option of Code Assessment to be located between Complying and Merit-based. Code assessment involves agreed standards for developments outside of the complying development option, such as villas and townhouses, as well as retail, commercial and industrial developments.
The determination of development applications by Councillors will still continue to an extent, however Council determinations will be much more closely monitored by the Department of Planning and Infrastructure in relation to timeliness, proportion of applications being determined by Councillors and decisions made in accordance with staff recommendations. Council may however see a shift towards some merit-based development applications being determined by independent panels, or panels consisting of a mixture of independent experts and Council representatives. Such panels include the Planning Assessment Commission, Regional Planning Panels and Independent Hearing and Assessment Panels.  The funding associated with this additional layer of assessment is to be borne by either Council or the applicant.  This is the removal of local decision making at the cost of the community.
As a whole, it is intended that 80% of all developments across NSW will be of complying or code based assessments within the next five years, resulting in reduced approval times frames and documentation requirements across the board. At this point it should be highlighted that Coolamon Shire Council already achieves close to this target, with currently one of the highest rates of complying development within NSW. For this reason the proposed changes relating to development assessment should not affect Council too greatly.

It does however, beg the question, that if the numbers can be achieved by some Councils, then the system can work.  Some areas of the State are very obstinate in applying the current legislation to extend timeframes to their Communities advantage.  Shouldn’t the State Government concentrate on these Councils not change the whole system.

5)
Infrastructure.

A proposal of the Department is for infrastructure planning to be integrated with strategic land use planning. This is to be achieved via the implementation of Local Infrastructure Plans and Growth Infrastructure Plans, which will provide priorities for infrastructure delivery.

The Minister for Planning and Infrastructure will have the power to make a Growth Infrastructure Plan for any subregion or region of the state. These plans will outline growth infrastructure priorities for both greenfield and infill areas and funding arrangements (including infrastructure contributions and budget funding) that are approved by government.
What happens to those areas not identified as growth regions?  Is this just a method of streamlining infrastructure funding to Metropolitan outskirts and ignoring Rural and Regional Councils.

Council currently requires infrastructure funding from 2 sources. These are a sewer headworks charge of $4500 per new allotment in sewered areas (Coolamon & Ganmain only), and a Section 94 (EP&A Act 1979) development contribution of $2409 per new allotment for the peripheral edges of the Coolamon township. Funds generated from both sources are required to be used for their particular purpose. For instance, the sewer headworks funds can only be used for sewer-related works, whilst Section 94 funds must be used for the provision of road and drainage infrastructure in the prescribed area.

Other Information

Legislation to support the new planning system has already been drafted. Subsequently, the White Paper and draft legislation will be open for comment until 28 June 2013. A report on the community and stakeholder feedback on the White Paper and draft legislation will be released following this period.

At this stage there has been no timeframe given for the new Planning Act to come into effect, and therefore when Council will be required to adopt new Local Plans and/or commence the undertaking of the required studies. Council will be advised as information comes to hand.

It should be noted that the fact legislation has already been drafted is at odds with a consultation (White Paper) phase.

No mention is made of the fact that all Councils have only just recently completed a complete overhaul of the local plans and will now be required to do it again.  All at predominantly their own cost.
Conclusion

Whilst it is acknowledged that the current government was elected on a political promise to review and renew the Planning Legislation within New South Wales, it was based around the premise that the previous government had manipulated the legislation to their advantage and that due process was being circumvented by powerful developers and lobbyists.  The current White Paper makes claims that under the new fresh approach applications for development will be faster, easier and cheaper.  For those of us that can still remember this promise made at the previous reviews of Planning Legislation in 1993 have heard these words before.  With all due respect the intention of this current White Paper didn’t work in the past and it is hard to see what real structural changes will see it work under this system.  I will attempt to summarise the points of concern below:
· Is this really consultation or is it ticking a box that allows the government to continue with this process regardless of what the feedback is.

The average person is struggling to determine the difference between the Panel Review, changes to the Local Government Act, the new White Paper on Planning and various other State Government initiatives at the moment.  The only people willing and able to make concerted comments in relation to this matter are those that directly benefit.  These are the developers who have a financial advantage in ensuring the system works for them.

· The identification of growth areas and the streamlining of infrastructure funding to those areas is a convenient way of ignoring rural and regional areas of the State.  

· Any commitment to this White Paper must also be supported with a commitment from State Government Agencies to put their requirements on the table at early consultation phases.  This means that agencies (for example Heritage Office, RMS, EPA etc) must make statements about their needs and live with the outcomes.  Historically these agencies are more comfortable making comment on specific issues relating to specific assessments.  
I can understand the Agency’s concerns and would prefer to deal with site specific issues per development rather than broad statements at initial strategic meetings.

· The so called new Planning System that bases itself on a hierarchy of State, Regional and Local Plans is exactly the system we have currently.  If Councils and the Department of Planning are currently following the existing system – which includes a strategic approach – then I struggle to see what the big changes are.

· The State Government needs to acknowledge that all Councils within the State have just recently been legally required to update their Local Environmental Plans.  This was done at significant cost and resulted in an extremely frustrating process whereby legislation was being made on the run.  This White Paper appears to be a continuation of this process and is being expedited to meet an Election cycle rather than to deliver meaningful change to the Planning and Assessment process.  

I can accept the need to make alterations to the previous government’s interpretation of legislation that allowed a culture of corruption but I do not see the improvements as indicated making any real change to a faster, simpler and cheaper development process.

ILLEGAL BUILDING WORKS – 10 ARIAH STREET, ARDLETHAN (PF2302/5)

(
Council staff recently became aware of building works being undertaken without consent on a premises owned by Mr G Teagle at 10 Ariah Street Ardlethan (Lot 211 DP 750867). Attachment No. 15.1
(
A subsequent inspection revealed that the entire eastern wall had been replaced (as well as a smaller section on the southern elevation), with significant alterations having also been made to the footing, sub-floor piers and potentially the inner roof structure above the eastern-most rooms. At the time of inspection the home was vacant and no builders or contractors were present. As a result, works were required to cease immediately via a written notice issued to the owner on 22 May 2013.  Attachment No. 15.2
On 27 May 2013, Council were contacted by a representative of IAG/NRMA Insurance to advise that the works were being undertaken as a result of damage sustained during the 2012 flood event. IAG/NRMA had subsequently engaged a contractor (DAK-WAL Constructions, based on the NSW Central Coast) to carry out the repairs, who in turn sub-contracted the physical undertaking of the works to a Wagga-based builder.

(
Later that day a DAK-WAL representative also contacted Council to advise the same, adding that they were not aware of the requirement to obtain consent as the works were believed to be of a repair-nature only. The DAK-WAL representative also stated that other Council’s had not required consent for the undertaking of similar repair works undertaken as a result of flooding. Regardless of this, Council were provided with details of the works undertaken (including plans certified by a structural engineer) and progress photos taken by the builder at varying stages of the job.  Attachment No. 15.3
Both the insurance agency and builder advised of their willingness to work with Council in order to legalise the works and enable the owner to occupy their dwelling once more. On each occasion they were advised that based on the precedent of similar incidences across the Shire in the past, any decision on how to move forward would be at the discretion of Council.

In accordance with the definitions contained within the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979, the works undertaken are considered to have been ‘development’. As Councillors may recall from the Matong Hotel matter, development requires consent, unless the development has been classified as exempt by an Environmental Planning Instrument such as an LEP, which in this instance it has not. In this case however all parties involved have demonstrated a willingness to work with Council in order to resolve the matter.

At this stage, the following works could be considered questionable until proven otherwise, as inspections to confirm the structural adequacy have not been carried out with regards to:

i. A footing/pier construction;

ii. A frame inspection, including sub-floor, wall and roof alterations. However, as this work has not yet been enclosed, an inspection would be possible.

Under the Act, a retrospective Development Consent can be approved, however a retrospective Construction Certificate for the structural works already undertaken cannot be. Any such works can only be approved via a 149(A) Building Certificate.

In accordance with the Act, there are various avenues that Council may use to enforce corrective actions. These include:

i. A penalty notice issued under the SEINS scheme. The current penalty for undertaking development without consent is $750;

ii. An order issued under Section 121B of the EP&A Act requiring the submission of  an application for a Section 149(A) ‘Building Certificate’ to certify works undertaken to this point, and a Development Application/Construction Certificate application to approve the change of use and subsequently certify works required to complete the works;

iii. An order issued under Section 121B of the EP&A Act requiring demolition of all unauthorised works. Council would need to be mindful of the implications of making occupants homeless; or

iv. A combination of any of the above.

With particular regards to the above listed items, it is imperative to realise that each application would need to be assessed on its merits. For instance, a Building Certificate may not be issued if a Structural Engineer is not willing to sign off on works already completed.

Historically, Council have approached instances of illegal building works and occupancies on a case by case basis. Generally it is found that if an offender is legitimate in not realising the need for consent, then Council has worked with them to obtain a mutually beneficial outcome.

In this instance, it would be fair to suggest that the works were undertaken at no fault of the owner. It could also be argued that the insurance company and builder were acting in the best interests of the owner in trying to return them to a flood-damaged dwelling as soon as possible, and based on experiences with other Council’s legitimately believed that consent was not required.

It is therefore considered that the appropriate course of action for Council is to issue an Order under Section 121B of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979 requiring:

i. All works undertaken without Council consent to be the subject of a 149(A) Building Certificate application, with all structural works required to be certified by a practicing Structural Engineer; and

ii. An application for a Development Application and Construction Certificate be lodged as a means of certifying the parts of the structure that are yet to be completed.

DEMOLITION ORDER: LOT B, DP 386657 & LOT 14, SECTION 1, DP 758028 – 50-56 ARIAH STREET, ARDLETHAN (PF2313, 2314, 2315, 2316)

Following the Councillor bus tour in early 2013 and in response to correspondence received from the Ardlethan Community Progress Committee, Council staff inspected the above mentioned premises (consisting of the former “Olympia Milk Bar” and the small timber-clad building to the east) in relation to concerns regarding visual amenity and community safety.

An external inspection of the premises was subsequently undertaken which found that the Milk Bar’s aluminium shopfront was unsecure, and that the small timber-clad building was deteriorating and collapsing. This led to Council staff issuing 2 Notices of Intention to serve an Order on 20th May 2013 under Section 121B of the Environmental Planning & Assessment Act 1979. The first notice related to the former Milk Bar and required the shopfront to be secured. The second notice related to the timber-clad building, and required it to be demolished in the interests of safety.

On checking Council records, previous Notices had been issued to the same owner for these premises in 2007 and 2010. At the time these notices were issued, the owner undertook the minimum required work each time to prevent further action. Since this time, the buildings appear to have deteriorated somewhat further, to the point of becoming dangerous to any potential occupant as well as a risk to neighbouring properties and pedestrian traffic.

At the request of the owner, an internal inspection of the premises was undertaken on 6 June 2013 by Council staff Scott Martin and Jesse Rapley.

The first building to be inspected was the smaller timber building at 52-56 Ariah Street. In addition to the missing timbers in the gable end at the front, the floor had sunk rather dramatically towards the rear, with many structural components within the floor, wall and roof structure appearing damaged or fatigued as a result. Ongoing weathering also appeared to be contributing negatively towards the state of the building. At the rear, many of the external weatherboards had either rotted or fallen away, again contributing to the decay of the building through weathering.

The next building to be inspected was the former Olympia Milk Bar at 50 Ariah Street, where the primary concern had been for the loose shopfront. Once inside it became apparent that all the timber on the eastern end of the shopfront had been eaten out or had rotted away, leaving no timber to secure the shopfront with. Serious concerns where then raised with the owner as to how the load of the front verandah and parapet were being carried.

Towards the rear it quickly became evident that this building was suffering extensive damage, most likely through weathering. Along the majority of the eastern wall, sections of metal ceiling were either damaged or completely missing. Above the ceiling it could then be seen that most of the old box gutter had gone, causing large-scale water entry into the building. This had resulted in numerous rafter ends becoming damaged (and rotted out), many of which no longer landed back on the external wall. Additionally the water entry was causing a large section of the floor to sink as well as becoming rotten.

At the rear of the building were several rooms of rendered brick and/or concrete wall construction. These too had been subject to the effects of weather and building movement caused by water entry. This was evident again by major cracking (some cracks with an opening up to 50mm) and missing sections of ceiling.

To summarise the internal inspection, the building at 50 Ariah Street appears to be actually in a much worse state than first thought. In its current state the building is likely to not only endanger any occupant, but also continue its rapid decay. Based on what was seen at the time of inspection, it is also valid to suggest that the structure is at risk of failing to the point of collapse. For this reason it was considered necessary to repeal the existing Notice (issued for rectification works) and issue a new Notice requiring demolition. This is required in the interests of the safety of any potential occupants as well as that of the wider community.

As a result, both Notices have now been re-issued as a combined Notice requiring that the owner ceases use of the buildings immediately and demolish both structures.

APPLICATION FOR TEMPORARY RESIDENCY (DA17/2013) -  LOT 42, DP 1110170, CORNER DOUBLEDAY & WATTLE LANES, COOLAMON (PF272/2)

Council is in receipt of a Development Application from the owner of the above-mentioned premises with a proposal to construct a 12x13m shed. The applicant has also proposed to temporarily occupy the shed for a period of approximately six months whilst a new dwelling is being constructed.

The application therefore consists of 2 main determinations for Council; a traditional planning/building approval and an approval for a temporary use. 

The first part of the determination for the shed structure itself is relatively simple and straight-forward, and can therefore be determined by Council staff under existing delegations. This determination is essentially based on the application of planning principles (such as LEP compliance, building height, setback, etc.) and compliance with the Building Code of Australia. Following an initial assessment, Council staff are satisfied that the structure complies with both facets.

The second part of the determination is based upon the application for temporary occupation of the shed as a residence whilst the primary dwelling is being constructed. As noted in the application cover letter, the applicant is currently finalising plans for the dwelling. It is envisaged that a formal application for the dwelling will be lodged within 2 months.

Historically, Council has granted approval to such applications for an initial period of six months. During this six month period, applicants are expected to have made a substantial commencement on construction. If an extension of time is required it will be at the discretion of Council, and granted subject to the progression of the works.

In order for the temporary occupation to be approved, the interior fit-out of the temporary residence must still meet the basic needs of the Building Code with regards to occupant health and safety. This includes the requirement for smoke detectors, bath and/or shower, toilet, kitchen and laundry facilities as well as the installation of a septic tank with the appropriate means of effluent disposal.

Upon completion of the primary residence, the shed is to be made uninhabitable. This ensures compliance with the Coolamon LEP 2013, in which secondary dwellings are not permitted. In order to achieve this, applicants are required to remove the laundry and the kitchen sink (as well as any associated ovens, dishwashers, etc.). Some parts of the fit-out may remain in place for the use as a games room (or similar use), which is what this applicant has proposed. 

Based on the information provided by the applicant, and in accordance with past decisions determined by Council, it is recommended that approval be granted for the construction of a 12x13m shed together with a six month temporary occupancy subject to conditions of development consent that will be tabled at the meeting.

That approval be granted for the construction of a 12x13m shed together with a six month temporary occupancy subject to conditions of development consent that will be tabled at the meeting.

RESOLVED on the motion of Clr White and seconded by Clr Brill that approval be granted for the construction of a 12x13m shed together with a six month temporary occupancy subject to conditions of development consent that were tabled at the meeting and listed below:  160/06/2013

General Conditions

1.
The lot is to be provided with an all-weather access.  This access shall be constructed from the existing road network to the property boundary and at no cost to Council.  Construction of this access shall be at Council consent after submission and approval of the appropriate application.

2.
The lot shall be provided with electricity, to an acceptable low voltage standard, at no cost to Council.  A letter from Essential Energy advising that its requirements have been met shall be sufficient to establish compliance with this condition.

3.
The applicant shall make mains water available to the lot.  This may include any works or charges required by the relevant water authority.  A letter from the relevant water authority advising that the requirements have been met shall be sufficient to establish compliance with this condition.

4.
The applicant shall make arrangements for the provision of telephone services to the lot. The applicant shall submit to Council written notification from a recognised telecommunications carrier to confirm that arrangements have been undertaken to satisfy this condition.

Conditions to be complied with during Construction

5.
For the purpose of inspection, twenty-four (24) hours notice must be given to the Principal Building Surveyor in respect of the following works for reasons of required inspections:-

i)
Footing;

ii)
Slab and other Steel Reinforcement;

iii)
Frame (including subfloor where applicable);

iv)
Wet area waterproofing;

v)
Stormwater;

vi)
Final prior to occupation.

6.
Site signage shall apply, and must be erected on the site in a prominent, visible position, stating that unauthorised entry to the site is not permitted.  It should show the name of the builder or another person responsible for the site and a telephone number at which the builder or other persons can be contacted outside working hours.  Any structures erected to meet requirements of this condition must be removed when it is no longer required for the purposes for which it was erected.

7.
Building and construction materials, plant, equipment and the like are not to be placed or stored at any time on Council’s footpath or roadway.

8.
Provision shall be made on site for the proper storage and disposal of waste such that no builder’s waste shall be left in the open.  Specific attention should be given to items which are subject to relocation by the action of wind, e.g. paper, sheets of iron, ridge capping, cement and lime bags and the like.

9.
Plumbing and drainage installation and alterations shall be carried out in accordance with the provisions of the Plumbing Code of Australia (with NSW variations), which adopts the Australian Standard AS3500 – Plumbing & Drainage.

For the purpose of complying with these standards inspections shall be carried out:

1.
When all internal plumbing work is installed and prior to concealment.

2.
When all external plumbing work is installed and prior to backfilling.

10.
Full details of the proposed On-Site Sewage Management System (i.e. septic tank) and associated effluent disposal specifications are to be provided to Council for approval prior to the commencement of construction.

11.
The finished floor level shall be minimum of 150mm above the surcharge gully on the sewer or septic tank and the surcharge gully shall be at least 150mm above the natural ground level.

12.
The stormwater is to be discharged to the table drain at the front of the property, with the end of the pipe being suitably protected.

Alternatively, the stormwater may be discharged to rubble pits 600mm X 600mm X 2 metres per downpipe.  This disposal area shall be clear of the building, septic tank disposal area and boundary.

13.
The building is to be protected from attack by subterranean termites.  A notice showing full details of the termite barrier system complying with AS3660.1 – 1995 is to be submitted to Council BEFORE COMMENCEMENT OF WORK.

IT SHOULD BE NOTED THAT:


Council will not permit the use of hand held sprays for treatment beneath slab construction as the effective life of the treatment is limited.  To retreat the slab it is necessary to drill holes throughout the slab at 400mm centres and introduce fresh chemical.

14.
Clause B1.3(j) of the Building Code of Australia requires that a durable notice must be permanently fixed to the building in a prominent location, such as in a meter box or the like, indicating:

a)
the method of protection; and

b)
the date of installation of the system; and

c)
where a chemical barrier is used, its life expectancy as listed on the National Registration Authority; and

d)
the need to maintain and inspect the system on a regular basis.

Conditions Relating to Temporary Residential Occupation of the Shed

15.
The approval to utilise the shed as a temporary residence is valid for a period of 6 months from the date of the consent. Any extension to this timeframe will be at the full discretion of Council.

16.
The temporary residence must contain the following fixtures:

i)
Kitchen (including a sink and cooking facilities);

ii)
Laundry facilities;

iii)
A bath and/or a shower;

iv)
A toilet and hand basin.

17.
All timber framework is to comply with the National Timber Framing Code AS 1684 – 2006.

18.
Provision of:

1.
A smoke alarm system complying with Specification E1.7 of the Building Code of Australia; or

2.
Smoke alarms;

a)
complying with AS3786 or listed in the SSL Register of   Accredited  Products; and

b)
where the building is provided with mains electrical power, connected to the mains and have a standby power supply; and

c)
installed in suitable locations on or near the ceiling in:

i)
Any storey containing bedrooms:

* In a Class 1a dwelling:


 between each area containing bedroom and the remainder of the dwelling, including any hallway associated with the bedrooms; or

In each bedroom.

ii)
Any storey not containing bedrooms.

UPON COMPLETION A LICENSED ELECTRICIAN CERTIFIES THE INSTALLATION.

19.
Where new or replacement hot water systems are installed, the system must deliver hot water to a maximum of 50 C to all outlets within the building that are to be set aside for personal hygiene.

20.
The door to a fully enclosed sanitary compartment must:

a)
Open outwards

b)
Slide or

c)
Be readily removable from the outside of the compartment, unless there is a clear space of at least 1.2 metres between the closet pan within the sanitary compartment and the nearest part of the doorway.

Prior to Completion

21.
The applicant is to obtain an Occupation Certificate pursuant to Section 109C of the EP&A Act 1979, as amended, from either Council or an Accredited Certifying Authority at the completion of the works to certify that works have been completed in accordance with the applicable standards of this consent.

22.
In accordance with the requirements of the Coolamon Local Environmental Plan 2011, the existing shed is to be made uninhabitable by removal of any laundry facilities and the kitchen sink/cooking facilities upon completion of the proposed dwelling.
